It is resolved that Council:

(A) express in-principle support for the aims of the global “occupy” movement to draw

attention to growing poverty and the disparity between rich and poor;

(B) note that government must balance the rights of people to protest with the rights of all residents, visitors, workers and others to have access to the public domain; and

(C) host a City Talk to explore solutions to the issues of social and economic inequality raised by the global “occupy” movement, and invite the participation of representatives of Occupy Sydney, key community and business leaders, and State and Federal elected representatives.
