Council note that:

1. the Occupy Sydney protests are part of a global movement designed to highlight issues of social and economic inequality, issues that the City of Sydney is committed to addressing, 

2. while protests of this nature were originally motivated by local factors in other countries many of these issues, such as undue influence on the political system by those with the most financial resources, are relevant to Australia, 

3. that while other issues motivating the original protests in the USA, such as lack of access to affordable healthcare and education, are less relevant to an Australian context the presence of Occupy protests throughout the world shows solidarity for those protestors demanding basic rights that we in Australia take for granted, and; 

4. Council condemns of the use of violent force to remove demonstrators peacefully occupying Martin Place on the 23rd October. 

Council:

5. request the Lord Mayor write to the Ombudsman on behalf of Council to make an official complaint about the excessive force used by police in breaking up the demonstration and request an investigation into the matter, 
6. work with the Occupy Sydney collective to establish a new centrally located protest site that is acceptable to both parties and to permit staying overnight in this location for the duration of the protest, conditional on reasonable standards of cleanliness and good order being adhered to, and; 
7. host a community forum on issues of social and economic inequality and invite state and federal political leaders to attend so that the matters motivating the Occupy protests can be discussed in a medium additional to a protest.
